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Original Exhaust System Removal 
 

1. Remove factory cross brace and keep hardware for installation later. (See Fig. 1) 

2. Factory Mid Pipe needs to be cut as shown. (See Fig. 2A) 

3. Beginning with left-side, measure and mark a cutting line 3-1/4” behind factory 

catalytic converter as shown. (See Fig. 2B) On right-side, measure and mark a cut-

ting line 4-1/4” behind factory catalytic converter as shown. (See Fig. 2C)  

4. Automatic Transmission: Disconnect wire harness from left-side and right-

side AFM valves and secure plug end to vehicle using zip-tie (not supplied).  

5. Exhaust system can be removed in 1-piece. Beginning at the rear Left Side, locate and 

remove (2) nuts on Hanger Bracket and remove hanger from bracket. Keep Hanger 

Bracket and hardware for reinstallation. (See Fig 3) 

6. Repeat STEP 4 for Right Side Hanger. 

7. Support the factory mid pipe with a muffler stand. Cut the pipe at the marks using 

a metal-cutting chain tool or sawsall. Deburr the cut edges. 

8. Remove hangers from rubber isolators and carefully remove factory midpipe from 

vehicle. (See Figs. 3 & 4)

Exhaust System, there may be some smoke and fumes coming from the system. This is a protective 
oil based coating used in the manufacturing of mandrel bent performance exhaust tubing. This is 
not a problem and will disappear within a very short period of time after the exhaust has reached 
normal operating temperatures.

1. 60606, 60607: Place a clamp on each expanded end of the Front Pipe As-
sembly and inser t to the cut outlet pipes. Proceed to STEP 3. 

2. Place one clamp on each expanded end of two Mid Pipes and insert the ends 
into each outlet of installed Front Pipe outlet. (See Fig. 6) 

3. Place a clamp on each expanded end of the X-Pipe and inser t ends to the 
installed Mid Pipe outlet. Place a clamp over each outlet of the Mid Pipe. 
(See Fig. 7)

4. Starting on Left Side, place a clamp on expanded end of L/H Muffler As-

sembly. Carefully inser t (2) hangers into rubber  isolators. DO NOT 

TIGHTEN CLAMP BOLTS (See Figs. 8A & 8B) 

5. Repeat Step 1  to install R/S Muffler Assembly to vehicle. 

6. Reinstall L/S Muffler Assembly to vehicle using factory Left Side Hanger 

Bracket using factory hardware. Tighten nuts to 12 ft. lbs. (See Figs. 9A & 

9B) 

7. Repeat Step 3  to reinstall factory R/S Muffler Assembly to vehicle. 

8. Check your exhaust system for proper clearance under the vehicle and also 
for tip centering to valence. (See Fig. 10) 

9. Once position has been determined to be correct, tighten the Muffler Assem-
bly inlet clamp bolts; then the Tailpipe Assembly Tip clamp bolts, 32-35 ft. 
lbs. (See Fig. 11) 

10. Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses, brake 
lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust system. 

11. Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine 
cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair as neces-
sary.
